2007 WORLDS 
Committee noted that the 420 Worlds event had been very successful and a fantastic achievement for sailors and organisers alike. The coaching structure had been well received by the majority, a number of sailors felt they’d not received enough attention as they weren’t known by the coaches. In the future we would encourage sailors to approach coaches before and during the regatta to establish a relationship.

ASSOCIATION BOATS
General discussion about the 5 x association boats. Presently 3 stored with BD, 1 still with Mike Pearce and another with RB. All 5 x boats repaired at Mike Pearce – leaking around centre case. Kiwi Yachting re-fitted missing components before charter possible. Kiwi  Yachting supplied spare mast as Simon Cooke unable to supply – used to replace mast damaged during capsize on reef returning to Takapuna beach. BD checking trust requirements, general feeling that sale of boats should be arranged as storage and maintenance will be an ongoing problem.

Discussion about providing a patrol boat for Napier YC – difficult traveling with 420 and patrol boat. CH to talk to Napier YC
 
 
 
8.
2007 NATIONALS NOR
Prepared by NZ 420 Assoc. for Evans Bay. EB would like to change make some amendments:
 
5.3 Racing Schedule:  
change “three back to back races scheduled per day”  to “four…”  allowing Monday to become a reserve day. General feeling of committee was to leave it at three – conditions at Plimmerton became unsafe when RC pushed for four races in worsening weather conditions combined with lack of light. BD to follow up with Evans Bay. 
 
10. Alternative Penalties
General feeling that two judges would be sufficient as numbers likely to be around 20 boats. CH has been in touch with YNZ who suggested a list of local judges – this information has been passed on to Mark Berrry who has been asked to co-ordinate with Gary Wagstaff of Evans Bay. 
 
CH asked HS if a general selection policy could be adapted from the existing 2007 Worlds document. HS to come back to CH – post on website as soon as possible.

GENERAL BUSINESS
Joe Porebski request to charter Assoc. 420 for Youth Sail. General feeling not in favour, however several privately owned boats were offered.
 
Tim Short’s enquiry about the NZ 420 Assoc. view on raising the age of participants in Youth Sail to 20 – 22 was discussed.  General feeling not in favour as failed to see the benefits and felt that sailors who are not committed to selection may adversely affect those trialing. As an Open class it’s the only age restricted regatta in NZ.
 
Clinics – general discussion on running further clinics for sailors entering the class. CH to investigate suitable date and venue, to ask for expressions of interest from sailors in class.

       HS has signed a document which states that the NZ 420 Association will return trophies.
       NZ 420 Association did not receive the Frances Mouvet trophy from Spain, HS has advised Gail Nuttal and Katherine Dodds.   
       NZ 420 Association did not receive Boys Double Youth trophy
       A silver tray presented to Mat Brown. NZ 420 Assoc. to retain. Tray needs retrieving and engraving,  RB to organise
       Trophy presented to Peter Burling and Carl Evans to keep. NZ 420 Assoc to decide on wording and then ask Burlings/Evans to engrave and forward invoice to NZ 420 Assoc.
       All trophies held by NZ’rs need engraving – Assoc. to decide on wording and ask holders to get engraved and send invoice to NZ 420 Assoc.
       All sailors who received trophies signed an ackownledgement which is with Nino Schmueli, CH to ask Nino to email copy to Assoc.
       Need to keep a record to ensure those involved in the 2008 Worlds can return trophies.
