2007 WORLDS / COACHING PROPOSAL 
A. Team budget: On 7 December 2006 an email was sent to all assoc. members outlining the costs of taking part in the 420 Worlds - $250 entry fee per sailor; $22 uniform per sailor; $130 coaching per sailor; Insurance requirements; the current position on sailing for Fiji/Samoa; Opening and Closing Ceremony tickets plus a mid-week function; and a request for young volunteer to help with the Opening Ceremony march-past. 
 
Also attached was the Coaching Proposal from Matt Brown – listing coaches Mat Brown, Ian Nealy, Geoff Woolley and Mark Overington.
 
We have received no negative feedback regarding any of the above and will proceed. 
 
Resolved that the following are per sailor costs of being in the NZ2007 Worlds team:
$250 entry fee
$22 uniform
$130 coaching

B. Funding applications: RB is having discussions regarding costs of coaching by Mark Overington and Geoff Woolley during the Pre-Worlds being funded by YNZ for those already selected. Should this fall through those selected during the 1st trial will be asked if they wish to have this coaching made available on a user pays basis. 
 
Two funding applications for coaching have been turned down.
 
C. Samoa/Fiji: Fiji is no longer an option as an alternative team. Samoa – 7 Open and 3 Women’s entries have been submitted. NZ needs to supply 4 x lasers for Samoan sailors coming to NZ for the Laser Nationals and Sail AK. Lasers coming from Richard Burling, Ralph Roberts, Andy Knowles and Gary Gardner of Tauranga. Mark Berry to follow up with Roy Walmsley.
 
Open team to be selected from the next available 7 Open and  3 Women’s teams at the Pre-Worlds regatta (2nd trial).
