MEASURER’S REPORT – Gregor Bowater
 
Having attended the Eurpean 420 Championships in July and assisting with measuring, Gregor reported that Worlds measurement which took place at Takapuna BC was world class due mainly to good communication.
John Thompson will continue as a National Measurer.
Measurement reminders needed throughout season via newsletters and website. 
Nationals – all equipment needs measuring before regatta. Gregor to produce a check-list of measurement requirement for sailors. CH to distribute by email and post on web site.
Need to formalize GB as having National Measurer status with International 420 Assn – CH to email Dimitri Dimou with endorsement, GB to source required ISAF paperwork.
Measuring equipment – 
Jigs made of aluminium for foil thickness 
Jigs of sealed plywood for foil shape
Rig measurement simply done with tape measure
Moved: Gregor and Gary Lee to supply one set of each to be ready for use at the Sir Peter Blake Memorial Regatta in early December 2007. Proposed BD / NHazard  All agreed
Moved: Measurer attending the Nationals to have travel to and from the event, plus one night of accommodation paid by the NZ 420 Assoc. Proposed BD / CH  All agreed 
Moved: to endorse Gregor Bowater as an additional National 420 Measurer. Proposed BD / NH. All agreed 
 
A the Junior European Championship General Assembly 2 proposed changes tabled:
A window in the mainsail for safety: – failed because it didn’t have any specifications. 
Should it be:
-Near the bottom for navigation
-Nearer the top so leach can be seen
-Or both as in the 470
 
Measurement Certificate: The original measurement certificate for each boat be retained by the National Measurer and the owner receive a copy
 
These two issues should be discussed at the next NZ 420 AGM as the proposed changes will be brought up at next 420 Worlds General Assembly in July 2008 and countries will vote.

GENERAL BUSINESS
       Laser Radial Worlds. CH brought up the conflicting dates of the Laser Radial Worlds at TBC with the 420 Nationals in New Plymouth – general feeling was that as they were only aware of 2 or 3  sailors being affected and that they needed to make a choice between the classes as it would be too difficult to find another suitable date.
       Meeting dates: Continue to have meetings on the first Tuesday of the month unless a national regatta of significance was being held near to that date.
       Winchamps Clinic – 10 boats attended, good feedback.
       Sail AK Clinic – coaching organised and fronted by Andrew Brown, request the utilization of a variety of coaches rather than have the Assn tied to one coach.
       Regional development – BD suggested sending a coach to Timaru and New Plymouth with assistance from the Assn.
       Peter Saunders suggested looking into funding applications for the 2008 Worlds soon – particularly for coaching. Some Trusts now prefer applications to be submitted no earlier than 6 weeks prior to an event. 
       PS suggested making enquiries about reciprocal use of coach boats with the Greece team coming to the Laser Radial Worlds.
       CH to email list of ‘friendly’ trusts to NH.
       GB informed meeting that the International 420 Assn would like any ‘press releases’ or web postings with to be copied to them for use on the International 420 site.
