TEAM SELECTION FOR 2007 EUROPEAN REGATTAS
Of those eligible for selection in the NZ 420 team for both the European and Junior European championships only Lee/Bettle have responded with a firm commitment; the Pyatt/Bowater, Porebski/Vincent and Berry’s are undecided; all other sailors have indicated they’re not interested or have not responded. Those not taking up positions in the team would prefer to aim for the Worlds in Greece 2008 by which time they’ll have more experience, are moving on to other classes, or may not continue sailing with their partner.
 
CH to put in preliminary entries for those intending going, William Bettle and Gary Lee to assume leadership of the team. NZ 420 Assoc. to assist wherever possible.
 
Final entries due 24 June  Open Europeans, 8 July Junior Europeans. CH to collect 250 euro per boat entering and pay through Assoc. account.

ASSOCIATION BOATS
Of the 5 boats owned by the association, 3 have been sold, the remaining 2 boats will be retained to help grow the class at clinics, and to be made available for short term charter for crews traveling to AK for weekend training. 
 
Total sales from 3 boats is $33,750. CH to check money has been deposited in the association account.
 
Resolved: $900-00 be refunded to each member of the 2006 Worlds team being the charter cost $1500-00 less $600-00 which was refunded at the end of 2006.

Remaining NZ 420 Association boats: General agreement that 2 x association boats be delivered and returned to storage areas by a student on a paid basis ($40 suggested); that sailors provide own sails and foils; that a bond be paid ($500 suggested); that photographs be taken and an inventory of equipment and condition be kept and signed off with each charter;  fees suggested - $150 per weekend + $50 per extra day (inclusive delivery fee); possibility of keeping one boat at Takapuna BC. Bryan Davies presently has boats and in storage at Panmure. 
 
Suggestion that Simon Cooke non-measuring foils be purchased by association for use with boats; suggestions that boats used at clinics must have at least 1 x  experienced sailor on board.
