5.    2006 WORLDS DEBRIEF
   Happy team overall, a lot of hard work put in by supporters.
   Boats – PL disappointed with quality of boats supplied by Ziegelmayer. Several leaking under centre plate. Quality of stays poor – several broken trapeze wires, bent mast, broken jib halyards – 2x on one particular boat, all of which seriously impacted on regatta for some sailors. No problem with foils, boats under weight – weight added.  BD to approach Simon Cooke about assoc. concerns with rigging/boats etc. 
   Boats being shipped back to NZ – PL to provide assoc. with container number so progress can be tracked.
 
   Finances – problem with credit and eftpos card – ASB had imposed $500 limit, to be avoided next time.
 
   Coaching – Mat Brown valuable in all ways – 12 hour days, Simon Cooke valuable in training week before regatta. Request report from both coaches. RBilk
 
   RBilkey – ask sailors and parents for feed back.

New Plymouth unable to hold Nationals. 
Evans Bay, Wellington, unanimously selected as venue for Nationals, Youth Sail to be held at Worser Bay, Wellington. These Nationals to be selection trial for sending teams to the European Champs, Istanbul, Turkey, 24 July – 2 August 2007; Junior European Champs, Medemblik, Netherlands, 8 – 16 August 2007.
