Clinic Sat 2 & Sun 3 December – Dennis Jones/Mat Davies
Marty Watson YNZ confirmed clinic to go ahead, YNZ to cover cost of above coaches. CH to ask for expressions of interest from members.  If numbers warrant, extra coaches (Mark Overington & Geoff Woolley) to be used, crews will need to be ranked.
 
Clinic Wed 6, Thursday 7, Friday 8 December – Mark Kennedy and ?
Approximately 20 boats expressed interest in attending clinic, will possibly change if sailors decide to do clinic above instead.  Need more coaches – Scott Kennedy, Phil & Steve Keen, Ian Nealy, Aaron McIntosh, Bruce Kendall all possibilities. Difficult getting coaches during week.
 
Email informing sailors there are now 2 clinics, asking for firm commitment and deposit of $100 per boat for each clinic. Final cost to be determined by number of coaches, number of boats. Sailors able to one or two clinics, but numbers may be limited.

Coaches
Marty Watson talking with Mat Brown and Aaron McIntosh regarding position of head/co-ordinator coach – not necessarily on water. YNZ to pay for head coach at Sir Peter Blake regatta, Trial 1, Pre Worlds and Worlds. 
 
Need 4 coaches/support boats on the water for team. Mark Overington & Geoff Woolley available, possibly Mark Kennedy, Scott Kennedy, Phil Keen, Steve Keen, Ian Nealy, Bruce Kendall. RB to talk to coaches, need firm commitment.
 
Coach Boats: Need 4 boats with 2 courses, with one course would need less. Need to source coach boats (4m with centre consul) for team.
 
NZ Team members to put in $300 per boat to cover coaching/support boats. Email to go out to all sailors to inform of 420 committees plans and reasons.
 
Entry fee: NZ 420 Assoc to pay $14,000 for Worlds entries by 30 November 2006. An email sent out to those who are most likely to make the team requesting that they pay the Assoc.  Check number of deposits made, may need another email to remind sailors to make payment.  CH
 
Uniform CH reported 70 x supporters tees ordered at $18 per tee, sell to family & supporters for $20 each.
 
NZ sailors representing other Pacific Island nations:- 
Discussion about practical considerations of NZ’rs sailing for other countries – entry fee needs to be in before sailors know whether they might be sailing for NZ. Who administers and pays for entry fee, how are sailors selected for other teams? According to rules sailors need to belong to a sailing club from country (such as Fiji) to represent. HS to look further into practicality of taking this any further.
